Term 2 PE 
 
Children in Key Stage 2 need football boots this term for their PE lessons. These do not need to be 
expensive football boots, lots of children have used and borrowed football boots; they must have 
plastic studs and not metal studs and must be football boots and not astros. 
 
Latest COVID Guidance 
 
Since 1st April 2022, routine testing has no longer been expected in education and children’s social 
care settings. Any child who shows symptoms of a respiratory infection, such as COVID-19, and 
has a high temperature or does not feel well enough to go to school is advised to try and stay at 
home and avoid contact with other people. They are NOT required to take a LFD Covid 19 test.  
Any parent who does decided to give their child a LFD test which proves positive should try and 
stay at home where possible and avoid contact with other people for 3 days after the day the test 
was taken.

Sports Clubs 
 
In term 2 our Sports Clubs will run as general “sports clubs” (with the exception of gymnastics, girls 
football and dodgeball) meaning they will not be related to a specific sport for example football or 
rugby. The PE staff will deliver different sports depending on what is coming up on the Thanet 
Passport which is a list of competitive and non-competitive fixtures, tournaments and festivals 
during the year. Please sign up on the Teacher2Parent App. Your child will need to be signed up 
on the register for each club they would like to attend. If your child does not appear on the register 
they will be unable to stay at the club. Key Stage 2 clubs (not dodgeball) will require football boots 
and shin pads.

Tuesday – Sports Club Year 2 and Key Stage 2 Girls Football 
Wednesday – Dodgeball Year 5/6 
Thursday – Sports Club Year 5/6 
Friday – No clubs due to fixtures and tournament
