Sports Days  
 
Years R, 1, 2 and 3 - 30th June 2022 
All children in year R,1, 2, and 3 will be involved in the morning activities. This will start at 10am 
and finish at 11.30am. We will be using the Pysons Road entrance for family members to enter, 
and the gates at the far end of the field to exit. 
The Pysons Road gate will re-open at 1pm for the families that will be watching the competitive 
events for years 1,2 and 3. Your child will have been informed by Mr Ashman and Mr Stewart if 
they are competing in an event in the afternoon.  
 
Years 4, 5 and 6 - 1st July 2022 
All children in years 4,5 and 6 will be involved in the morning activities. This will start at 10am 
and finish at 11.30am. We will be using the Pysons Road entrance for family members to enter, 
and the gates at the far end of the field to exit. 
The Pysons Road gate will re-open at 1pm for the families that will be watching the competitive 
events for years 4,5 and 6. Your child will have been informed by Mr Ashman and Mr Stewart if 
they are competing in an event in the afternoon.  
In the morning children will go around the field in their classes, taking part in all of the activities, 
and will earn tokens for their house team. We politely ask you to go around the outside of the field 
following your child’s class. At 11.30am these events will end and we would ask you to leave via 
the gates at the end of the field.  
In the afternoon, selected children will compete in various athletic events to earn medals and win 
points for their house team. These children have been selected based on their performance in PE 
lessons. Parents will be watching the competitive events from the far end of the field (opposite end 
to the chickens!) 
Sports Day is a normal school day and the children are expected to stay in school for the whole 
day whether or not they are competing in the afternoon events. If they are not competing, they will 
be watching and supporting their fellow teammates. Hopefully, it will be sunny so please apply 
suntan lotion before school and provide a water bottle. All children are asked to wear their house 
colour t-shirt.
