Nurture UK

At Bromstone we are currently working towards gaining a Nurture UK accreditation. In the coming weeks we will be
asking if any parents would like to become part of a Working Party Nurture group to be a part of our journey. Please
keep your eyes peeled for these requests.

What is nurture?

The concept of nurture highlights the importance of social environments — who you’re with, and not who you’re born
to — and its significant influence on social emotional skills, wellbeing and behaviour. Children and young people who
have a good start in life are shown to have significant advantages over those who have experienced missing or
distorted early attachments. They tend to do better at school, attend regularly, form more meaningful friendships
and are significantly less likely to offend or experience physical or mental health problems.

The nurturing approach offers a range of opportunities for children and young people to engage with missing early
nurturing experiences, giving them the social and emotional skills to do well at school and with peers, develop
their resilience and their capacity to deal more confidently with the trials and tribulations of life, for life.

On the next page are the 6 principles of Nurture UK. In term 2 we will be inviting parents to a meeting to discuss
and present to you The Principles of Nurture in more depth.
